We therefore offer many practical ways for
this to happen. This can be anything from
obtaining a birth certificate to providing a rent
deposit.

For people who are street homeless, we can
offer practical support, someone to talk to,
help to find more positive solutions to meet
their immediate needs or put them in touch
with a particular service (Doctor, Dentist,
accommodation).
