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How to use this guide

This booklet has information on many different funds for community and voluntary groups working in Southampton.  It is always worth checking (before you fill out an application) with a potential funder that your group or project fits their eligibility criteria.  Most websites have a clear list of what will and won’t be funded.  
Some funds only accept bids from groups that have registered as charities, so it is a good idea to check this before you apply.

You will almost always need some form of governing document (such as a Constitution), bank accounts requiring two signatories, policies to evidence that you have given thought to how you will protect vulnerable people using your group and that your group is not discriminatory.  You would be advised to have a funding plan in place before trying to apply for funding.  SVS have a series of factsheets on funding.

If you are thinking of applying to businesses, such as Fords, Tesco etc find out where whether any of your members, or family members of the children attending your group, work for them.  Most businesses will prioritise grants supported by their staff: many offer extra ’staff top ups’.

Awards for All have reported that many incomplete or poor applications are made to them.  Development Workers are happy to help you check that you have included all the relevant information.
Most trust fund websites are now very comprehensive.  In order to reduce the number of incomplete, inaccurate, inappropriate applications which they receive, they have put much effort into making what they require from groups and what they do not fund (exclusions) very clear.  Please do not be one of the groups whose application goes into the bin because you ignored the advice.
